FIRST READING: Isaiah 58:1-12

' Shout out; do not hold back! Lift up your voice like a trumpet!

Announce to my people their rebellion, to the house of Jacob

their sins. 2 Yet day after day they seek me and delight to know

my ways, as if they were a nation that practiced righteousness
and did not forsake the ordinance of their God; they ask of me
righteous judgments; they want God on their side. ®“Why do
we fast, but you do not see? Why humble ourselves, but you
do not notice?” Look, you serve your own interest on your fast
day and oppress all your workers. * You fast only to quarrel and
to fight and to strike with a wicked fist. Such fasting as you do
today will not make your voice heard on high. °Is such the fast
that | choose, a day to humble oneself?

you; the glory of the Lord shall be your rear guard. % Then you
shall call, and the Lord will answer; you shall cry for help, and
he will say, “Here | am.” ® If you remove the yoke from among
you, the pointing of the finger, the speaking of evil, '°if you of-
fer your food to the hungry and satisfy the needs of the afflict-
ed, then your light shall rise in the darkness and your gloom be
like the noonday. "' The Lord will guide you continually and
satisfy your needs in parched places and make your bones
strong, and you shall be like a watered garden, like a spring of
water whose waters never fail. ' Your ancient ruins shall be
rebuilt; you shall raise up the foundations of many generations;
you shall be called the repairer of the breach, the restorer of
streets to live in.

'"When | came to you, brothers and sisters, | did not come pro-
claiming the testimony of God to you with superior speech or
wisdom. ?For | decided to know nothing among you except
Jesus Christ and him crucified. *And | came to you in weak-
ness and in fear and in much trembling. * My speech and my
proclamation were made not with persuasive words of wisdom
but with a demonstration of the Spirit and of power, *so that
your faith might rest not on human wisdom but on the power of
God. ®Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom, though it is
not a wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are
being destroyed. "But we speak God’s wisdom, a hidden mys-
tery, which God decreed before the ages for our glory ®and
which none of the rulers of this age understood, for if they had,
they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. °But, as it is
written, “What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor the human
heart conceived, what God has prepared for those who love
him”— "°God has revealed to us through the Spirit, for the

Spirit searches everything, even the depths of God. " For what
human knows what is truly human except the human spirit that
is within? So also no one comprehends what is truly God’s ex-
cept the Spirit of God. *Now we have received not the spirit of
the world but the Spirit that is from God, so that we may un-
derstand the gifts bestowed on us by God. [*And w speak of
these things in words not taught by human wisdom but taught
by the Splnt interpreting spiritual things to those who are spir-
itual. "*Those who are unspiritual do not receive the gifts of
God’s Spirit, for they are foolishness to them, and they are un-
able to understand them because they are spiritually dis-
cerned. " Those who are spiritual discern all th|ngs and they
are themselves subject to no one else’s scrutiny. ®“For who
has known the mind of the Lord so as to instruct him?” But we
have the mind of Christ.]
