HOLY COMMUNION 
 

G od feeds and renews us with the presence of    Je-
sus Christ. In Christ’s body and blood given to us, 

God forgives us and nourishes us for mission. In re-
sponse to the Lord’s invitation I come - confessing my 
sin, trusting that the Lord is truly present, believing that 
to receive Him is to receive forgiveness - to partake of 
the Lord’s Supper. People of all ages and faith commu-
nities are  welcome. 
 

Holy Communion is served in a continuous format un-
less announced otherwise. Participants are asked to fill 
out a registration card, available in the pews or at both 
entrances, and place them in the baskets at the entranc-
es, or in the offering plates.  
 

Ushers will direct you toward the aisle to come forward 
to the serving stations. If you desire to commune, extend 
your hand to the server who will place a wafer in your 
hand. If you prefer a gluten-free wafer, simply say 
“gluten-free” to the server. Wine is served from the  chal-
ice or individual cups; white grape juice is served from 
individual cups.

Devotion 
This medieval carol, originating in Latin, is simple and clear. I’ve always liked that about it. The first verse opens with an invitation 
to all Christ-friends to rejoice, and to do so fully, in heart, soul, and voice. We are free to wholly embody our praise. It announces 
the reason for our joy: that Christ is with us—in the manger now, born today. Note the immediacy, the present tense of the poetic 
imagination—what happened two millennia ago still is happening now, today. Jesus is born again today, and his birth will keep 
happening, for us, for all Christ friends, and for ox and ass and all the other creatures. Simple, clear words with a surprisingly 
grand message. Verse two calls us to rejoice in endless bliss, to sing that heaven’s door is opened, to rest our souls in the bless-
ings of this Child’s coming. Verse three invites our hearts to no longer fear, even the grave, for Christ comes to rescue and to call 
all of us into this particular joy—the promise of life in him, now for each other, and beyond for all who have been and will be. The 
hymn proclaims that our present and our future are bound up in Christ’s birth. Christ is our calling and our hope. His blessing is 
for ourselves and the whole community of Christ-friends. Indeed, so we rejoice and sing! 
 

Prayer 
Dearest Christ, let our voices, hearts, and souls resound in praise for your coming yet again, and for what that coming means for 
us—for the life of the present and its call to serve and the hope of the bliss to come, where we may join in the blessed, endless 
song of all your friends.

FIRST READING: Jeremiah 31:7-14 
7
 Thus says the Lord: Sing aloud with gladness for Jacob, and 

raise shouts for the chief of the nations; proclaim, give praise, 
and say, “Save, O Lord, your people, the remnant of Israel.” 

8
 

See, I am going to  bring them from the land of the north, and 
gather them from the farthest parts of the earth, among them 
the blind and the lame, those with child and those in labor, to-
gether; a great company, they shall return here. 

9
 With weeping 

they shall come, and with consolations I will lead them back, I 
will let them walk by brooks of water, in a straight path in which 
they shall not stumble; for I have become a father to Israel, and 
Ephraim is my firstborn. 

10
 Hear the word of the Lord, 

O nations, and declare it in the coastlands far away; say, “He 
who scattered Israel will gather him, and will keep him as a 

shepherd a flock.” 
11

 For the Lord has ransomed Jacob and 
has redeemed him from hands too strong for him. 

12
 They shall 

come and sing aloud on the height of Zion, and they shall be 
radiant over the goodness of the Lord, over the grain, the 
wine, and the oil, and over the young of the flock and the herd;

I will 
turn their mourning into joy, I will comfort them and give them 
gladness for sorrow.

and my people shall be satisfied with my bounty, says the

 He destined us for adoption as his children through Je-

sus Christ, according to the good pleasure of his will, 
6
 to the 

praise of his glorious grace that he freely bestowed on us in the 
Beloved. 

7
 In him we have redemption through his blood, the 

forgiveness of our trespasses, according to the riches of his 
grace 

8
 that he lavished on us. With all wisdom and insight 

9
 he 

has made known to us the mystery of his will, according to his 
good pleasure that he set forth in Christ, 

10
 as a plan for the 

fullness of time, to gather up all things in him, things in heaven 
and things on earth. 

11
 In Christ we have also obtained an in-

heritance, having been destined according to the purpose of 
him who accomplishes all things according to his counsel and 
will, 

12
 so that we, who were the first to set our hope on Christ, 

might live for the praise of his glory. 13 In him you also, when 
you had heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation, 
and had believed in him, were marked with the seal of the 
promised Holy Spirit; 

14
 this is the pledge of our inheritance to-

ward redemption as God’s own people, to the praise of his glo-
ry.
